Use grants, scholarships, 
student loans, and parent 
loans and work-study. If 
you have to work off-
campus to earn money for 
tuition, work a maximum of 
20 hours per week (or less 
if possible).  Concentrate 
on your academic program 
to complete it in four years.

Common Myths about Financial Aid
• I can file my FAFSA as an independent student (without my parents 

information) if my parents do not claim me as a dependent on their 
taxes.

• I’m 18 years old, so I don’t need my parents’ information when 
completing the FAFSA.

• My financial aid eligibility will be the same regardless of when I 
submit my FAFSA.
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Definition of a Parent
• Must be a biological or adoptive parent.
• A foster parent or other relative cannot be 

considered a parent on the FAFSA.
• Dependency override 

– Documentation of abuse, abandonment or neglect—talk with 
school counselor and college financial aid advisor.
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Verification
• 30% of all applications selected.
• IRS 2010 tax documents—1040, W-2’s, divorce/separation 

decrees, legal guardianship, adoption.
• Submit to CCU ONLY what we request.  Don’t send to the 

FAFSA processing center.
• Submit immediately.  Let us know in writing/email if there will be 

a delay.
• Award notices aren’t sent until Verification is complete.
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Special Circumstances
For consideration of additional financial
aid AFTER original FAFSA application.

• Loss of parental income
For several months and ongoing

• Parents divorced/separated after                       
FAFSA is filed.

• Death of a parent after FAFSA is filed
• Only addresses Federal aid eligibility
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Definition of Need

Cost of Attendance (COA)—determined by 
individual colleges and universities.

minus Expected Family Contribution
from FAFSA—determined 
by Dept. of Ed, not the school.

equals Need—amount of financial aid for which 
student is eligible—determined by Dept. 
of Ed. and school.  
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Cost of Attendance

• Tuition and fees
• Room and board
• Books and supplies, transportation, 

miscellaneous expenses, including 
computer

• Different at every college or university
