Searching the CATALOG for books, DVDs, etc.

Where did the catalog

You can do a quick 

catalog search under 

the catalog tab, or you 

can click “Advanced 

Catalog Search” to go to 

the main catalog screen. 
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Searching for Journal Articles, finding specific databases.

I want to search my favorite 

database (for example: JSTOR) 

How do I find it? 

First, click on the Articles & 

eResources tab. 

You can find your databases 3 

ways: 

To see an entire list, choose 

Browse ALL Databases.  

To see a list of databases 

within a subject area, select 

your subject from this list. 

If you know the name of the 

database, enter the name (or 

the first part of the name) 

here. 
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In this example, 

we’ve chosen to see 

ALL Databases. For 

JSTOR, we will need 

to page through 

alphabetically until 

we find the JSTOR 

link. 

Once you’ve found 

your database, click 

the name. 

Once you have 

selected your 

database from the 

list, you will see a 

screen like this. 

Just click on the 

link to enter the 

database.   
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Searching for a specific journal or magazine. 
  (This was JournalFinder on the previous Web page.) 

 

To find a specific journal 

or magazine, click on the 

Journal Titles tab. 

If you know the name of 

the journal, enter the 

name (or the first part of 

the name) under Search 

Journals by Title. 

To browse a list of 

journals and magazines in 

a particular subject area, 

choose a subject area 

here. 

You can also perform 

advanced searches or 

look at a (very long!) list of 

all journals! 
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In this example, 

we’ve searched for 

a specific title, 

Sports Illustrated.  

Here you can see 

whether we 

subscribe to the 

journal, what dates 

are covered, and 

which databases 

have access to it.  

Click your preferred 

database to find 

your article. 
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
