ALL ABOUT OLLI
Since the fall of 2002, The Bernard Osher Foundation, a San Francisco-based philanthropic

organization dedicated to supporting higher education and the arts, has provided funding to
institutions of  higher education to develop and grow noncredit, intellectually stimulating pro-
grams for older adults. Through its Osher Lifelong Learning Institute grant program, the Osher
Foundation awards annual grants of $100,000 to university and college campuses with the under-
standing that, once a lifelong learning institute is launched, the foundation considers renewal of
the grant for up to two additional years with a view to providing an endowment gift of no less than
$1 million should the institute demonstrate potential for long-term success.  At present, the Osher
Foundation supports 120 OLLIs on university and college campuses in 49 states, as well as a
National Resource Center for the institutes at the University of Southern Maine (http://
www.osher.net).

In the fall of 2007, Coastal Carolina University’s Division of Academic Outreach was awarded
its first $100,000 grant from The Bernard Osher Foundation. Upon receipt of the grant, our 20-
year-old adult education program was renamed the Osher Lifelong Learning Institute at Coastal Carolina University, nicknamed “OLLI,”
and rededicated to providing quality learning and networking opportunities to the large and growing older adult population along the
Grand Strand. The first grant was devoted to marketing and publicizing the OLLI program with the intended results of increasing enrollment
and membership. In June 2009, we received our second grant.

The structure and management of Coastal Carolina University’s Lifelong Learning program have evolved over the past two decades
under various leadership forms but always with the strong and indispensable support of the University, which has provided staff, facilities
and the technical resources needed to serve approximately 2,000 adults a year. With the rapid growth of the University’s undergraduate and
graduate programs, the “silver tsunami” of the retiring baby-boomers and tight budgets, the ultimate goal of Lifelong Learning’s 2006-2009
strategic plan – to secure the financial underpinnings of the program – has become paramount in the utilization of the grant. See page 28.

Lakes, located in Columbus County, N.C. The museum, housed
in a 1904 Atlantic Coastline Railroad Depot, is on the National
Register of Historic Places. Exhibits include a 300-year-old
Indian canoe, marine fossils recovered from the lake, natural
history specimen, Waccamaw Siouan Indian artifacts, a rail-
road, early European settlers artifacts, local industries includ-
ing turpentine, cypress shingles, logging, and tool manufactur-
ing, and many photographs.

C03 – Oct. 9 Bald Head Island, NC ($70)
Bald Head Island is a two-mile journey across the Cape

Fear River from Southport, N.C., reachable only by boat – a
transition that prepares you for a place strikingly different from
the one you left behind. With its distinctive lighthouse/museum,
pirate history, nesting turtle sanctuary, dunes, creeks, forests
and 14 miles of pristine beaches, we will have a busy day ex-
ploring with our personal guide via golf cart transport.

C04 – Oct. 23 Lewis Ocean Bay Heritage Preserve
and Recovery after the Fire ($45)

Hit hard with nearly 8,000 of the 9,383-acre preserve rav-
aged by devastating fire in late spring, Lewis Ocean Bay was
closed to public access until public safety and post-fire evalu-
ation activities were completed. Although DNR reports wide-
spread destruction of habitat, most of the animals (deer, rac-
coon, fox, squirrel, quail and black bear) were able to retreat
from the oncoming fire. Late September through spring, song-
birds abound and in the fall, more wildflowers, such as blazing
star and meadow beauties, are prolific. And then, there are the
Carolina Bays – 23 of them – the largest number of undis-
turbed Carolina Bays in one place in South Carolina.

C05 – Nov. 6 Congaree National Park, Gadsden ($45)
The largest remnant of old-growth floodplain forest re-

maining on the continent, Congaree boasts national and state
champion trees, towering to record size amidst astonishing
biodiversity. We’ll visit the world’s largest Loblolly pine (as tall
as a 16-story building), while walking the 2.4 mile boardwalk

Last spring in a torrential downpour,
we could hear but not see the bull alligators grunting their love
calls. We’ll plan to explore the boardwalk and hope to see Pitcher
Plants and Toothache Grass.

C07 – Dec. 4 Mepkin Abbey, Moncks Corner ($50)
In addition to the gardens, we will enjoy the private col-

lection of nativity scenes displayed during the holidays. Origi-
nally a rice plantation, Mepkin’s earliest plats date back to 1762.
Henry and Clare Booth Luce bought the property in 1936 and
left their mark by restoring the gardens and developing the
equestrian and hunting activities. In 1949 the Luce family gave
the property to the Roman Catholic Church for a monastic
foundation.

C08 – Dec. 18 Southport ($45)
In the past we’ve been fortunate to visit Southport, tucked

away just below Wilmington and the mouth of the Cape Fear
River, when Christmas fairs and festivals have been underway.
But with or without the holiday celebration, we’ll explore the
marina where centuries of boating men and women have left
their mark. We may take in an art gallery crawl and the local
Southport Trail, an hour walk though town and live oak trees,
around corners, through graveyards – three centuries of his-
tory.

The Osher Lifelong Learning Institute will support the mission of
Coastal Carolina University by providing a premier community-
oriented educational enrichment program for older adults that will
continue to grow in service and size in proportion to the growth of
the community and university. That goal will be achieved by a
strengthening of bonds between the university and the commu-
nity, through continual improvement in Lifelong Learning offer-
ings, efficient operation of the program, the value offered to partici-
pants, as well as that developed for the university, and the securing
of the financial underpinning of the program.

OLLI Action Plan
Since Coastal Carolina University’s lifelong learning program con-
tent was well established with a wide variety of course offerings
and dedicated instructors, the first two Osher Foundation grants
have been allocated to the marketing and publicizing of “OLLI at
Coastal Carolina University. ”

The underlying assumption is that increased awareness of the
program will generate increased participation and revenue. To this
end, distribution of the fall and spring catalogs doubled, print me-
dia advertising tripled, OLLI’s Web site was updated and a weekly
online newsletter keeps members and the public notified of current
offerings and activities. A radio campaign undertaken prior to the
spring term when “snowbirds” start their southern migration.

Charged by the Osher Foundation to create a sustainable post-
grant model, several substantive changes have occurred beyond
the renaming of the program:

The advisory board has been replaced by ad hoc focus groups
in the areas of Membership & Metrics, Marketing & Publicity, Cur-
riculum & Program Planning and Fundraising & Future;

A membership fee has been implemented to comply with  Osher’s
measurement of community support and revenue base;

Member benefits are being augmented with community cultural
and wellness discounts, as well as participation privileges in the
expanding peer-led special interest groups;

Increased volunteerism is being promoted through the focus
group approach to planning, expanded club leadership opportuni-
ties, promotion of volunteer teaching (with membership benefits);
OLLI Ambassadors to assist at the Myrtle Beach Education Center.

Membership: In order to take a class or join any of the special
interest groups (clubs), you will need to be an OLLI member. The
nonrefundable membership fee is $20 per semester (fall and spring)
and entitles the member to a photo ID and a campus parking permit
(expires 9/30/10). This fee is required whether you are signing up
for a one-day workshop, multiple courses or a special interest group.

The Osher Board of Directors established the number of “an-
nual dues-paying members” as a reference point by which to as-
sess the level of an Institute’s diversified, annually renewable in-
come beyond Osher support. A robust annual source of revenue,
other than Osher grant support, is absolutely critical to an Institute’s
success and sustainability.

While many of the different OLLIs’ efforts to raise contributed
income show promise, fees collected from Osher Institute mem-
bers remain, by far, the most important, dependable and predict-
able outside source of annual operating support across the na-
tional network. Experience has shown time and again that when
Institutes take any action to reduce or undercut membership rev-
enue, financial challenges ensue, both in pre- and post-endow-
ment periods.
