GRADUATION INFORMATION

All candidates for degrees must file a formal Graduation Application by the date
specified in the University’s Academic Calendar (which is during the first month of the
semester of graduation) with the deans of their respective majors. The Graduation
Application may be obtained from the Office of the Dean of the student’s major or
online. Students should make an appointment with their adviser to review their folder
and academic work, after which the student should make an appointment with the music
department chair to also review their folder. A graduation certification form signed by
the appropriate dean and the fee receipt must accompany the Graduation Application
when it is submitted by the appropriate dean to the Office of the Registrar.

In order to be eligible for graduation, students must meet all course requirements, meet
all "in residence" requirements, meet all departmental or program requirements, and have
a cumulative GPA of at least 2.0 on all work attempted at Coastal. For more information
on graduation requirements and procedures, visit the CCU catalog.
