Course Description: HFA 133 - MINDSET for Academic Success (0 credits). MINDSET for Academic Success is a course designed for students who are majoring in disciplines housed in the College of Humanities and Fine Arts. The purpose of the course is to teach and reinforce strategies for academic success and to develop a new MINDSET (motivation, initiative, navigation, direction, study skills, expectations, and time management). Student Learning Outcomes: HFA 133 is designed to help each student: 

· Identify factors that impacted their academic success

· Learn and implement strategies for academic success

· Create an action plan for continued improvement

· Develop a comprehensive plan leading to graduation

· Become familiar with academic resources of the University

· Develop a strong support system

Course Objectives:
· Developing creative and critical thinking strategies which will increase the ability to implement solutions to academic barriers

· Fostering a commitment among students, faculty and administration to a collaborative academic community dedicated to inquiry and productive student learning

· Identifying the resources available and the habits and skills necessary for the student to make a successful transition from academic distress to good academic standing

Classroom Policies:
