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FACULTY REDUCTION-IN-FORCE COMMITTEE:   

The committee presented a recent report on their recommendations to the University President.  

RIF Presentation 

Senator Nicholas Rhew moved to postpone voting on these recommendations until the scheduled 
July meeting.  Senator Mitchell Church seconded.  The motion failed (8 in favor, 43 not in 
favor).  The motion was not postponed.   

The committee’s recommendations were voted upon and passed (53 in favor, 3 not in 
favor).   

OLD BUSINESS:  

A. Faculty Senate Executive Committee

1. Motion to modify section 4.5.2.1 – Faculty Senate Chair in the Faculty Senate
Manual.  The motion passed (53 in favor, 5 not in favor).

NEW BUSINESS:  

It was agreed, without objections, to take the Student Life Committee’s motions out of order. 

A. Student Life Committee

1. Motion to modify the 2020-2021 Code of Student Conduct. The motion passed
(50 in favor, 1 not in favor).

2. Motion to modify the 2020-2021 Code of Student Conduct – Academic Integrity.
(The motion passed 55 in favor, 1 not in favor).

B. Faculty Senate Executive Committee

1. Motion to implement the Fall 2020 Instructional Plan.

A motion to divide the Fall 2020 Instructional Plan and Adjusted Schedule into four 
sub-motions (#1 – Fall 2020 Academic Semester Schedule; #2 – Fall 2020 Class 
Schedule Dilation; #3 – Fall 2020 Instructional Modalities; #4 – Implementation of the 
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Fall Instructional Plan) was made by Senator Diane Fribance and seconded by Senator 
Wanda Dooley. The motion passed (51 in favor, 3 not in favor).    

• Sub-Motion #1 – Fall 2020 Academic Semester Schedule
Senator Dooley moved to amend the planned schedule to include Saturday,
November 21, 2020 as the last day of on-campus instruction.  Senator Renee
Smith seconded.  The amendment passed (51 in favor, 0 not in favor).

The amended motion passed (51 in favor, 0 not in favor).

• Sub-Motion #2 – Fall 2020 Class Schedule Dilation
The motion failed (12 in favor, 42 not in favor).

Senator Fribance moved to present an alternative A/B Plan to the Senate floor.
Senator Michael Murphy seconded and the motion passed.

A/B Plan

After discussion, Senate agreed in principal with the proposed plan.  Senator R. 
Smith called to end debate, Senator Murphy seconded.  Debate ended (46 in 
favor, 5 not in favor).  

Senator Holley Tankersley moved to refer this proposed motion to the 
Academic Affairs Committee for further review.  Senator Ellen Arnold 
seconded.  The motion to refer the A/B Plan to the Academic Affairs 
Committee for further evaluation passed (39 in favor, 12 not in favor).  

• Sub-Motion #3 – Fall 2020 Instructional Modalities
The motion passed (44 in favor, 2 not in favor).

• Sub-Motion #4 – Implementation of the Fall Instructional Plan
Senator Drew Kurlowksi moved to refer this motion to the Academic Affairs
Committee for further review.  Senator Subhajit Chakraborty seconded.  The
motion to refer sub-motion #4 to the Academic Affairs Committee for
further evaluation passed (43 in favor, 5 not in favor).

2. Motion to modify policy ACAD-109: New Program Modification and
Development.  The meeting adjourned before this item could be voted upon.

B. Academic Affairs Committee
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1. College of Business programs impacted by the recent college-level approved 
changes to the Business Foundation Core.  The meeting adjourned before this 
item could be voted upon.

Here is a proposal for an alternate set of fall logistics that would allow students to have less disruption 
to their planned class time, while also allowing classes to stay in their current locations. This model 
works off of the A/B model discussed previously.  


1. Each class will have alternating class days, where only half the students come to class on each day 
(keeping all classrooms at half capacity or less).  


2. Students will be responsible for sanitizing their desk/space at the start and end of class. Supplies 
will need to be provided for this. This removes the need for a 40 minute window between classes.  


3. All classes are directed to end 10 minutes early, with material being put online to replace the 
missed class time. This should help stagger class end times (more of a window between classes) 
and leave more time for the necessary cleaning by students and/or faculty.

2. We explore alternatives to include:
a. Attrition
b. Reorganization 
c. Freezes, furloughs, reductions in salary
d. Other reasonable alternatives


3. Develop a plan for RIF that is fair, consistent, follows the mission, and is approved by a majority 
vote of the faculty, followed by approval of the President and the Provost with the Board of 
Trustees

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Guiding Principles for Committee Recommendations
• As the core function, intent, and heritage of the institution, instruction should be 


protected above all others.


• Data (budget and higher education trend) suggest the University's current 
financial situation was inevitable. It was hastened but not initiated by COVID-19.


• Recommendations from this Committee target adjustments to restore equity and 
conformity of all parts of the University to the Mission, thereby producing a 
sustainable structure, function, and balance within the University.


At this point, the Committee believes it would be premature to recommend 
cuts to faculty because a clear dollar figure to target for reductions has yet to 
emerge.

• Financial Considerations


• Challenge athletics to match reductions to be 
commensurate with other areas. 


• Reduce athletic costs by transitioning to a more 
sustainable model driven by multiple sources of 
income (tuition support, philanthropy etc.) 


• Follow recommendations from the cost-cutting 
committee.


• Offer a more enticing retirement incentive.
• Spend reserves and penny sales tax for debt 


servicing.
• Recognize that 9-month faculty are 


disproportionally affected by the furlough (approx. 
10% vs. 7.5% for 12-month employees).

• Efficiency Considerations
• Examine shared resources, processes, 


and procedures across units.


• (Re)Examine efficiencies from 
sustainability initiatives.


• Reorganize administration to eliminate 
redundancies and reduce administrative 
(upper administration/non-core 
instructional personnel) costs.


• Complete an efficiency analysis of 
student services and support.

• Faculty-specific recommendations
• No increase in course load.
• Cancel all travel funds unless deemed 


critical and urgent. Reinstate travel funds 
for 2021-22.


• If RIF is required, and as a last resort, 
focus on 'vertical' cuts rather than 
'horizontal'. Program analyses would be 
completed to aid in decision making.


• Decompression occurs as per the Faculty 
Compensation Plan in the 2021-22 (FY 
22) budget or before. 
Decompression is $826,336.73.
