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Current Policy:

Academic Forgiveness for Former Coastal Carolina University Students

Academic Forgiveness means that a student’s past failures are forgiven to allow the student to
resume his/her college career with a realistic possibility of completing a degree. In essence, the
program will allow the calculation of a grade point average (GPA) based on the student’s
performance in courses taken after being granted forgiveness.

A student must meet the following conditions to apply for academic forgiveness.

1. The student was separated from Coastal Carolina University for at least 48 consecutive
months and had less than a 2.0 cumulative grade point average on work completed at
Coastal.

2. The student must be readmitted to Coastal Carolina University, must declare a major, and
must complete at least 24 hours of graded coursework.

e The 24 hours of graded coursework must meet the progression requirements of the
student’s declared academic program.

e The cumulative GPA on the 24 hours of graded coursework
completed after readmission must be 2.0 or better prior to applying for academic
forgiveness.

3. The student must apply in writing for academic forgiveness prior to application for
graduation.

4. The student has not previously been granted academic forgiveness.

A student who has met these conditions and desires academic forgiveness must submit a
written request for academic forgiveness to the dean of the student’s major. After verification
of the student’s eligibility, the dean will forward all information to the Provost, who will inform
the Registrar of the decision.

Once academic forgiveness has been granted, the following apply to the student’s academic
record:

1. All curriculum requirements will be in accordance with those in force at the time the
student was readmitted.

2. The student may not receive academic honors upon graduation.

3. The student’s grade point average for graduation purposes is recalculated beginning in the
semester in which the student was readmitted to Coastal Carolina University.

Courses in which the student received a grade of ‘€D’ or better prior to being
readmitted and granted academic forgiveness may be used for academic credit, but are
not used in the calculation of the grade point average. (Note that students must meet all
other grade requirements as listed in the catalog.)






5. ACADEMIC FORGIVENESS GRANTED will appear on the academic record of any student
granted academic forgiveness.

6. The permanent academic record (transcript) will remain an unmodified record of all
work attempted at Coastal Carolina University.

Justification:

This policy allows students who have had a less than ideal start to their academic career the
opportunity to return to CCU, and to remediate their GPA, since all students need a 2.00 to
graduate from CCU. It is used by students who left CCU, and are returning either to continue
work on their undergraduate degrees, or to complete a bachelor’s degree after completing an
associate’s degree elsewhere. In both cases, if a student earned a D in a course at CCU,
particularly in a core curriculum course, where a D is sufficient to satisfy the core curriculum
requirement in many cases, the current restriction is asking the student to make a difficult
choice. If the student requests to use the policy, they may be forced to retake courses that
have previously satisfied core or major requirements requirements; if they choose *not* to
implement the policy, they may need to take additional coursework in an attempt to raise their
GPA above a 2.00. This is particularly difficult for a student who may have also earned credits
elsewhere; they may not have many classes to take to graduate with a bachelor’s degree, so do
not have the opportunity to improve their GPA by much. In many cases, it will increase the
time to their degree, since they would have to repeat any class they have a D in, if they choose
to use the policy to improve their GPA. In any case, this is a deterrent to students returning to
school on financial grounds. As indicated by the recent call for a director of outreach by the
Provost’s Office, one potential area of enrollment growth is targeting former students still in
the area; this policy change could potentially increase the number of students who opt to
return to CCU to complete a bachelor’s degree.

a. Chinese Minor (Form D — ID# 93)
Chinese Minor

Chinese is the most widely spoken language and the language with the longest continuous
written history in the world. In 2010, Chinese was named one of the languages considered
critical to U.S. national security by the U.S. Department of Education. A Chinese minor
prepares students for domestic and overseas employment in international trade, education,
law, and diplomacy; provides them with knowledge of a country that plays an increasingly
important role in global economy and politics; and introduces them to an ancient civilization
with traditions in literature, philosophy, religion, art and cuisine. Fulfilling the Chinese minor
allows students to be more competitive in the global marketplace of the twenty-first century.

The Chinese minor is designed to train students to function successfully in Chinese culture
using Mandarin Chinese as their primary language. It helps students develop proficiency in
written and spoken Mandarin and a broad understanding of Chinese culture, society, and
history.

The Chinese minor at Coastal Carolina University requires a minimum of 18 credit hours
above the 115 level. The following courses are required.

Through coursework, research, and practice, the Bachelor of Science in exercise and sport
science (EXSS) prepares students for entry into this dynamic and growing field. Students in
the EXSS program acquire the knowledge, skills, and abilities of effective beginning
professionals. Students study scientific and foundational content of human movement,
engage in scholarly inquiry, and apply knowledge and theory to practice.

Graduates of the EXSS major are trained to assess, design, and implement individual and
group exercise programs for healthy individuals as well as those with chronic disease. They
are skilled in evaluating health behaviors and risk factors, conducting fitness assessments,
writing appropriate exercise prescriptions, and motivating individuals to modify negative
health habits and maintain positive lifestyle behaviors. The exercise and sport science
professional has demonstrated competence as a leader in university, corporate, commercial,
or community settings in which their clients participate in movement and fitness-related
activities. They are also prepared for advanced study in allied health or medical-related

be held on February 26, 2021 at 2:00 p.m. This session will be moderated by Dr. Tia
Stokes-Brown.
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The University has just received final state approvals for the Kimbel Library renovation
and construction of the Library Learning Complex. The Library Learning Complex is
slated for an August 2023 completion.

There will be two outdoor graduation ceremonies this coming May. They will be held on
May 7" and May 8.

Provost Ennis:

Provost Ennis shared an admission’s report on retention. First-semester retention, to date,
of the fall 2020 freshman class is 89.4% This is up from the previous year, which was
89.1%.

Freshmen applications are up 4.2% for fall 2021. Freshmen deposits are down 36.7%.
Provost Ennis credits these number with the University’s move to Common App. With
this new application program, the University increases its applications, but is down in yield.
Fall 2021 will be modeled after the fall 2019 schedule. Classes will be primarily face-to-
face with normal caps.

Lee Carter, Director of Wellness Outreach, LiveWell Office:

The QPR Initiative is a new training coming out of the LiveWell Office. QPR stands for
Question, Persuade and Refer. This is a suicide prevention training. This training gives
faculty and staff tools for what to do or say if a student is struggling with thoughts of self-
harm or suicide. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, many students are battling with mental
health issues.

The QPR training is in Moodle and takes about an hour. There are some employees on
campus that may be required to take the training.
