IV. PRESIDENT, PROVOST AND OTHER ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS
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A. University President, Michael Benson, provided the president’s report.
e Office of the President is hosting a Feast of Gratitude on November 15, from
11:30 a.m. — 1 p.m. in the West Zone Suite.
e In response to the question last meeting on how profits from retail stores are being
used: Creating a need based financial aid student fund.
e Highlights from the Board of Trustees meeting last week:
o There were two new degree programs approved.
o Announcement was made at the meeting regarding the Coastal
Commitment which guarantees admission to and free tuition for all South
Carolina students that graduate at the top 10% of their class and whose
families have an annual income of less than $80k. They will also receive
an invitation to enroll in the HTC Honors College without having to
submit an additional application.
o The strategic plan, master plan and newly designed website (to be released
January 2024) were discussed.
